COURSE DESCRIPTION: An examination of the literary structure, themes, and history of the Psalms and
wisdom literature of the Old Testament.

1. To increase your knowledge of the English Bible in the Old Testament poetical books.
2. To increase your knowledge of introductory issues in Old Testament poetical books.
3. To increase your knowledge of the development of redemptive themes in the Old Testament poetical
books.

1. To sharpen your ability to interpret the Old Testament poets in their historical, theological, and
literary contexts.
2. To sharpen your ability to apply the teaching of the Old Testament poets in your own life and in the
life of the local church.
3. To prepare those who are called to the ministry for licensure and ordination exams at their local
presbyteries.
